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INSTALLATION

1. Position the rear support hanger 2" from the back of the cut-out and with the horizontal surface of the hanger
flush with the bottom of the cut out as shown in Fig. 2-1. Fasten securely in place with flat head screws (not
provided) into the sides on the enclosure.

2. Position the front support hanger 3" from the front of the enclosure and at the same level as the rear one.
Secure into place with flat head screws into the sides of the enclosure.

3. Place the insulating liner on top of the support hangers (as shown in Fig. 2-1). Place the insulating liner
tightly against the back of the cabinet opening.
